Porter began
performing concerts in churches as a soloist at the age of 17, then went
on to Coffeyville Community College (KS) where she was involved in the
show choir and concert choir. Following graduation from CCC, she and
her husband moved several times and she started her career in music
retail in which she worked for fourteen years. Porter attended Pittsburg
State University and earned her Bachelor and Master degrees in Vocal
Performance. After teaching privately, she began her college career at
Coffeyville Community College where she taught from 2018-2024 and is
just beginning her career at Oklahoma Wesleyan University in
Bartlesville, OK. She has enjoyed performing in several operas with the
Tulsa Opera Chorus as well as some SEK area musicals. She also enjoys
conducting area festival and league choirs. 

Mark Gard is the choral music teacher at Field Kindley High School and
Roosevelt Middle School in Coffeyville, Kansas. He is in his thirty-ninth
year of teaching, the past thirty-four years being in Coffeyville where he
has taught various levels of choral music 6th -12 th grade - and K-5
general music. He has been director of the Coffeyville Community
Children’s Choir since its inception in January 1997. Prior to Coffeyville,
he taught secondary choral and instrumental music for five years at
Hillcrest School in Jos, Nigeria, West Africa.

Originally from Newton, KS, Mark received his Masters in Music
Education – Choral Emphasis from Wichita State University in July 2000,
and his Bachelor of Arts in Music Education from McPherson College in
May 1984. He holds professional membership in the National
Association for Music Education (NAfME) and in the American Choral
Directors Association (ACDA). He was the Southeast KMEA District
President from 2013-2015 and is currently finishing a 6-year term with
the Kansas Music Educators Association (KMEA) as Vice-President after
having served as President-Elect and President.
